The Rotary Club of Placentia leads a project to collect simple items to be distributed to homeless in our community, with the idea of providing care, comfort and dignity. We use a quart size resealable plastic bag & fill it with lip balm with sunscreen, hand sanitizer, small package of personal tissues, 1 pair of new socks, 1 small bottle of water, a day pass for the OCTA-Orange County Transportation Agency and a note of encouragement and inspiration. The items are assembled on Love Placentia Day by club members & local community members, who are actively engaged with us during this project. A local agency then distributes the bags to those in need.
